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Franz Stirnimann (1949) graduated with a degree in economics (lic.rer.pol.) from the 

University of Basel in 1974. Following additional training with a bank and a period spent 

abroad, he worked for the Federal Department of Finance from 1977 to 1987, mainly in 

the treasury section and latterly as deputy section head. He joined the Swiss Federal 

Banking Commission (SFBC) in 1988. Until 1994, he worked in the Authoriza-

tion/Investment Funds department, where he was deputy to the head of department. In 

March 1994, the SFBC was given responsibility for stock market supervision in Switzer-

land and he was commissioned to set up a new department for this purpose. Since
